MCKINNEY-VENTO HOMELESS EDUCATION 

The Federal ñMcKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act ñstates that children and youth who 

lack a fixed, regular, and adequate housing are considered homeless. If, due to a loss of 

housing, a child must live in a shelter, motel, vehicle, or campground, on the street, in 

abandoned buildings, or doubled-up with relatives or friends, then he/she is eligible to 

receive services provided under the McKinney-Vento Act. The McKinney-Vento Education 

for Homeless Children and Youth Program is designed to address the problems that 

homeless children and youth have faced in enrolling, attending, and succeeding in school. 

Under this program, state educational agencies must ensure that each homeless child and 

youth has equal access to the same free, appropriate public education, including a public 

preschool education, as other children and youth. 

 

Homeless children and youth must have equal access to their education and other services 

that they need to enable them to meet the same challenging State student academic 

achievement standards to which all students are held. In addition, homeless students may 

not be separated from the mainstream school environment.

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT TITLE I 

What is Title I? 

 
Ç Under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of  

1965 (20 U.S.C. 6301 et seq.) Title I seeks to improve the academic 
achievement of  the disadvantaged. 

 

SEC. 1001. STATEMENT OF PURPOSE. 

 

Ç The purpose of  this title is to ensure that all children have 
a fair, equal, and significant opportunity to obtain a high-
quality education and reach, at a minimum, proficiency on 
challenging State academic achievement standards and 
state academic assessments.

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT TITLE I 

Ç Title I allows for school wide and targeted assistance programs based 
on the number of students in low income families. (i.e. receives Free 
and Reduced Price Lunch) FAMU DRS offers a school wide Title I 
program. More than 40% of DRSõs children are from low-income families. 

Ç Title I funds for school-wide programs are designed to upgrade their 
entire educational program to improve achievement for all students, 
particularly the lowest-achieving students.  

Ç These programs are required to:  

Ç Use scientifically-based research 

Ç Create a school improvement plan 

Ç Provide professional development  

Ç Provide technical assistance 

Ç Title I services focuses on children who are failing, or most at risk of 
failing, to meet State academic standards unless a participating 
school is operating a school-wide program. 

 



WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT TITLE I 
What does this mean for DRS students

Under Title I, Part A, DRS will: 

Ç Help ensure that all children have the opportunity to obtain a 
high-quality education and reach proficiency on challenging state 
academic standards and assessments.  

Ç Develop and routinely review a school improvement plan. 

Ç Provide professional development to teachers to ensure students' 
access to scientifically based instructional strategies and 
challenging academic content.  

Ç Provide technical assistance. 

Ç Provide opportunities for parents to participate in the decision-
making process as well as training and workshops. 

Ç Communicate regularly and routinely with families about student 
achievement. 

Ç Provide support for students who may be homeless. (Part X)
